Grab someone fo do this activity with you! Look

up this week's verse: Daniel 9:9. Write or type
this week's Bible verse onto a sheet of paper.

Cut the words apart and tape the words o a wall
or table. Say the verse out loud, then remove one
word. Have your friend say the verse again, seeing
if they can remember the missing word. Then,
take away another word. Repeat until all of the
words are gone and you are saying the verse from

memory!

Look for ways you can forgive others because you

are forgiven.
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
