But the Lord said to Joshua, “I have given you Jericho, its king, and all its strong 

warriors. You and your fighting men should march around the town once a day 
for six days. Seven priests will walk ahead of the Ark, each carrying a ram’s horn. 
On the seventh day you are to march around the town seven times, with the 
priests blowing the horns. When you hear the priests give one long blast on the 

rams’ horns, have all the people shout as loud as they can. Then the walls of the 
town will collapse, and the people can charge straight into the town.”

On the day the Lord gave the Israelites victory over the Amorites, Joshua prayed 
to the Lord in front of all the people of Israel. He said, “Let the sun stand still 
over Gibeon, and the moon over the valley of Aijalon.”  So the sun stood still and 
the moon stayed in place until the nation of Israel had defeated its enemies.

And Joshua son of Nun and Caleb son of Jephunneh, who were among those 
who had spied out the land, tore their clothes and said to all the congregation 
of the Israelites, “The land that we went through as spies is an exceedingly good 
land.  If the Lord is pleased with us, he will bring us into this land and give it to us, 

a land that flows with milk and honey.  Only, do not rebel against the Lord; and 
do not fear the people of the land, for they are no more than bread for us; their 
protection is removed from them, and the Lord is with us; do not fear them.” 
         Numbers 14:6–9 NRSV

Because of Joshua’s faithfulness he had the courage and confidence to lead. 

What does it look like to unreservedly follow the Lord and why was Joshua 

able to do it?

Ask, and it will be given you; search, and you will find; knock, and the door will 
be opened for you. For everyone who asks receives, and everyone who searches 

finds, and for everyone who knocks, the door will be opened. Is there anyone 
among you who, if your child asks for bread, will give a stone? Or if the child asks 
for a fish, will give a snake? If you then, who are evil, know how to give good gifts 
to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good things to 
those who ask him!
